
Fort Garry:  The upper fort, which is now Winnipeg's downtown was built in 1836. The lower fort 
was built in 1840 and is about 32 kilometers downstream from the upper fort. In 1951 Hudson's Bay 
gave the fort to the Federal Government, and it is now the oldest intact stone fort in North America.
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
